Jone Porter (SAAMBR) and Tanya Reinhart (STEC — UKZN) were co-opted so that all
the SC’s in the Durban area were represented and involved.

An invitation and call for papers announcement was sent out to all relevant parties on the
29" April 2013. The second announcement was sent in the middle of July (Appendix A).

2.1 Theme of Conference

The theme of the 15" SAASTEC conference was aligned to the Science Centre
World Summit 2014 on the following topics:

Research and communication of research
Formal and informal learning

New Technologies for learning and engagement
Monitoring and Evaluation

It was further agreed that the people whose abstracts had been accepted for the
7SCWS should present (on the same topic) at the SAASTEC conference in an effort
towards assisting and ensuring that excellent papers would be delivered at the
World Summit in Belgium in March 2014.
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2.2  Registration and Programme

Whilst the Durban Natural Science Museum (DNSM) Research Centre has access to
a large auditorium that can seat 200 people, due to unforeseen events, the main
part of the conference was held at the Royal Hotel. The costs for this were borne by
the DNSM. Lunches were held daily at the Durban City Hall Galleries — which was
across the road from the Royal Hotel and a short 5 minute walk.

Due to the fact that it is very difficult to get papers for proceedings out of delegates
after the conference, it was decided that delegates who were presenting at the
conference would have to submit their papers upon registering. This worked quite
well and the majority of papers were submitted at this time.

The Proceedings of the 15" SAASTEC Conference have been compiled and an ISBN
number has been allocated to this publication. It is available for download on the
following link: https://www.dropbox.com/sh/x7kn6zgx4kddvu0/mvP6PZhEP- .

Early bird conference fees were pegged at R1100 for SAASTEC Members and R1600
for non-SAASTEC Members. This option closed on the 30" August 2013. After this
date the conference fees were R1300 for SAASTEC Members and R1800 for non-
members.

134 people registered and attended the conference. This included three from
Kenya, one from Germany and one from the United Kingdom. (See Appendix B)

22 people were subsidized and did not pay registration fees. This included the
three delegates from Kenya (whose papers were also accepted as poster
presentations for the 7SCWS). Funding - transport and accommodation - was
sought for these delegates from the NRF — Dr Beverly Damonse who in turn
contacted Mr Michael Nxumalo, Director: International Relations and Cooperation
Africa and Multilateral Cooperation who then generously agreed to sponsor these
three people through various units in his division. It also included Mr Peter Maleta
from the VaNkuna Community Foundation who is responsible for the
conceptualisation and implementation of a Centre for Science and Technology in
Nkowankowa (Tzaneen - Limpopo Province). Mr Maleta’s travel and hotel costs
were generously sponsored by SAASTA.

Deadline for submission of abstracts was 31° July 2013. This was extended for 2
weeks. A total of 71 abstracts were received for oral presentations and 3 for
posters.

The SAASTEC Board met at the DNSM on the 22™ August 2013 and discussed and
approved the submitted abstracts. Of these abstracts 68 were approved as talks
with the other 3 being converted to posters. Seven talks were subsequently
withdrawn due to various reasons and a total of 61 talks were given at the
conference.

A total of 8 posters were presented at the conference.
The Minister of Science and Technology, Mr Derek Hanekom gave the opening
address at the conference on Tuesday 5™ November. As usual, the Minister gave a

rousing speech that set the tone for the conference.

2.8 Finances

DST generously increased their grant from R150,000 to R200,000 this year. This is
highly appreciated and SAASTEC is indebted to the DST for their support.

The contract was signed on the 4™ June 2013. This money was received into the
SAASTEC account on the 22" of July 2013.

A total income of R112,300.00 was generated in conference registration fees.
An amount of R241,599.42 was spent against the conference account.
This means that a profit of R70,700.58 was made.

A detailed financial breakdown of conference expenses is attached as Appendix D.
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3. Conclusion

All in all the 15th SAASTEC Conference was a very successful conference and was enjoyed by
all. The quality of the papers was generally higher than at previous conferences. The
hospitality afforded by the Durban Natural Science Museum and the eThekwini Municipality
was also very much appreciated.
